On Sep. 21, approximately
400 people gathered at the State
Capital Rotunda to honor the 8
members of the Nebraska Hall
of Fame who were Freemasons.
After the service around 225 of
those assembled met at the Scottish

Robert Wilkinson Furnas
(1824 - 1905) was the third
Governor of Nebraska. He came
to Nebraska in 1856 at age 32.
Two months later he published the
Nebraska Advertiser, a publication
advertising the agricultural
opportunities found in Nebraska. He
also published the Nebraska Farmer,
the yrst agricultural publication out
of Nebraska. In the fall of 1856
he was elected to the Legislative
Assembly of Nebraska Territory.

During the Civil War,
Furnas became a colonel of the
territorial militia. In 1862 he
commanded three Indian regiments
and captured the Cherokee Indian,
Chief John Ross. He later served
as Indian agent for the Omaha,
Winnebago, and Ponca tribes.

Nathan Roscoe Pound (1870 -
1964) was a distinguished American
legal scholar and educator. He was
born in Lincoln, Nebraska, USA to
Stephen Bosworth Pound and Laura

Pound. Pound studied botany at
the University of Nebraska (BA,
1888, & MA, 1889) in Lincoln,
Nebraska. In 1889, he began
the study of law and spent one
year at Harvard. He received the
first PhD, in botany, from the
University of Nebraska in 1898.

In 1903, Pound became dean
of the University of Nebraska
College of Law. Also in 1903
Pound, with George Condra,
founded the Society of Innocents,
the preeminent senior honor society
at Nebraska which still exists.
In 1910, Pound began teaching
at Harvard and in 1916 became
dean of Harvard Law School. He
published many works and was a
Past Master of Lancaster Lodge 54.

John Joseph “Black Jack”
Pershing (Sep. 13, 1860 — July 15,
1948) was an ofycer in the United
States Army. Pershing is the only
person, while still alive, to rise to
the highest rank ever held in the
United States Army—General of
the Armies—equivalent only to
the posthumous rank of George
Washington. Pershing led the
American Expeditionary Force in
World War | and was regarded
as a mentor by the generation of
American generals who led the
United States Army in Europe
during World War 11, including
George C. Marshall, Dwight D.
Eisenhower, Omar Bradley and
George S. Patton. He was a
member of Lincoln Lodge 19.

He was a three-time
Democratic Party nominee for
President of the United States. One
of the most popular speakers in
American history, he was noted for
his deep, commanding voice. Bryan
was a devout Presbyterian, a strong
proponent of popular democracy,
an outspoken critic of banks and
railroads, a leader of the silverite
movement in the 1890s, a dominant
ygure in the Democratic Party, a
peace advocate, a prohibitionist, an
opponent of Darwinism, and one
of the most prominent leaders of
Populism in late 19th and early 20th
century America. He was called
“The Great Commoner” because of
his total faith in the goodness and
rightness of the common people.
