MASONIC FACT

What is an Indented Tessel?  
You’ve heard this term used before 
by your Brothers during the Entered 
Apprentice degree, but it is generally 
not explained or clearly identiýed.  

The Entered Apprentice 
candidate learns about a beautiful 
“tessellated” border of stones that 
surrounds the mosaic pavement 
of a lodge. The Indented Tessel 
is a border of stones of various 
colors, placed around the pavement, 
cut, or notched into inequalities. 
It is referred to as “indented” 
because the stones are notched 
to create a deýnitive border with 
jagged appearance. The jagged 
appearance should remind us 
that life is not always easy.
